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Dublin Marathon Trivia
The 2011 National Lottery Dublin Marathon is the 32nd year of the Dublin Marathon

This is the first year of sponsorship by the National Lottery – and is marked both by a record field of over 14,000 runners and a return to live TV for the first time in 20 years
This compares with the first running back in 1980, where just 1,420 people crossed the line from an entry of 2,100.
Dubliner Dick Hooper was the first ever winner, in a time of 2:16:14, while Carey May (2:42:11) was the first home of 40 women to cross the line in 1980.  Hooper went on to win twice more (‘85&’86), the only person to have won the race three times.
Other notable Irish winners include Jerry Kiernan, whose winning time in 1982 (2:13:45) remained a course record until 2004, Olympic sliver medallist John Treacy in 1993, and Olympic Silver Medallist Sonia O'Sullivan, who was the first woman home in 2000 with a time of 2:35:46.

There have been 12 Irish women and 11 Irish men’s winners since 1980, but none since O’Sullivan in 2000.
Two new course records were set last year by Moses Kangogo Kibet of Kenya who ran 02:08:58 and the women’s record was broken by Tatiana Aryasova of Russia who ran 2:26:13.
29 people have run every Dublin Marathon to date, including one woman, Mary Hickey Nolan. 

Paddy Craddock, who is in his 80s, is the oldest person to have run all Dublin Marathons to date. Paddy has since hung up his running shoes but remains one of over 1,000 volunteer stewards helping on race day.

73 year old Frank Starrs is set to take over Paddy’s crown as he looks to complete his 32nd Dublin Marathon on the 31st 
Organisers will provide over 134,500 bottles of Tipperary water, 33,500 bottles of Spar Isotonic Sport Drink, and 21,000 High5 Gels on the route. 

They also believe that over the marathon weekend runners will consume enough pasta to fill the Croke Park pitch (
Over 1000 volunteer stewards from running clubs across the country will be working from 6am on the day of the race to ensure a safe and successful event for all the runners.
Over €10 million is estimated to be generated for numerous charities worldwide by people running the Dublin Marathon. The two official charities this year are Chernobyl Children International and The Children’s Medical and Research Foundation.
Entrants from 51 countries will take part in the National Lottery Dublin Marathon, 69% of entrants are Irish and there is also a large number of runners from the UK (2,100), USA (500), France (377), Germany (200), Italy (175) and Spain (150).
The 32nd National Lottery Dublin Marathon is also the 5th Marathon to take place on Halloween.
