MEN

Back to defend his title and course record is last year's winner Moses Kangogo Kibet from Kenya. He finished in 2.08.58 last year, proving that the Dublin course can produce fast times. Ben Maiyo holds the fastest PB time (2.07.09) among the elites, recorded at the 2005 Chicago Marathon. Fellow Kenyan Chepkwony Gilbert Kiptoo’s recent form (he ran 2.08.33 in Kosice in 2010) also marks him out as a strong contender. A total of 14 Kenyan male and three female athletes have entered, including Dublin regular Lezan Kimuti.  All will attend the annual "ugali party" on the eve of the race, this year hosted by Fingal County Council at their Swords HQ. 
INTERNATIONAL ELITES
WOMEN
Leading the women's entry is Shuru Diriba Dulume of Ethiopia who ran 2.28.26 at the Dubai Marathon in 2009. Three Russian athletes, all capable of beating 2.40, have also entered, as has Halalia Johannes of Namibia who ran 2.33.26 for second place in Dublin in 2009. Also running is a team of three men and one woman from Athletics England, part of an informal agreement with the Dublin Marathon Mission committee, which has seen English athletes of "Marathon Mission" standard competing in the National Lottery Race Series.

MEN
Leading the Irish entry for the men's race is Tallaght's Sean Connolly, who ran 2.17.23 at the Rotterdam Marathon. Connolly is in peak form and improved his half marathon best to 1.04.12 at the Great North Run.
Something of a wildcard is Andrew Ledwith from Fr Murphy's in Co Meath. Ledwith has cleaned up on the roads all summer, and set a record time of 50.11 when winning the Armagh 10 mile earlier this month. The big question is can he maintain that kind of form over the marathon distance.

Aiming to break 2.20 are other members of the Marathon Mission, a distance running development squad funded by the Dublin Marathon and AAI that includes Alan O'Shea, Brian Maher, Greg Roberts, and Joe McAllister. 

IRISH ELITES

WOMEN
From an Irish point of view, the women's race at the National Lottery Dublin Marathon promises to be the best in years. All the top distance runners are due to compete and we could see up to three achieve sub 2.37  - the qualification mark for London 2012.
Leading the posse are Ava Hutchinson, Linda Byrne and Maria McCambridge - all graduates of the youth system at Dublin club Dundrum South Dublin. McCambridge (aged 36) is back in top form after the arrival of son Dylan earlier this summer. Just six weeks after giving birth, McCambridge won the National Lottery Frank Duffy 10 mile. She then went on to clock a personal best of 1.13.47 at the Great North Run. 
Ava Hutchinson, based in Loughborough, started her year with a comprehensive victory in the Irish Cross-Country Championships. Most recently, she won the Woodie's DIY National Half Marathon in Waterford in a time of 74.17 seconds. 
After an all-conquering streak on the roads in 2010, Linda Byrne was forced to take a long break and resumed serious training in May. She made her racing comeback at the Strawberry Fair Half Marathon in Enniscorthy last June and went on to run two more half marathons in Longford, running 73.48 in the second of these. She ran the Athlone 3/4 marathon as a controlled tempo run, increasing her speed only in the third quarter and finishing in just under two hours.
Two more to watch are Siobhan O'Doherty of Borriskane and Lorraine Manning of Raheny Shamrocks. O’Doherty ran a personal best 76.27 to win the National Lottery Dublin Half Marathon in September, ahead of Manning, who had just returned to racing following a two month break due to a serious back injury.

Not to be dismissed from contention is Bejiing Olympian Pauline Curley, a former Irish National Champion in the Dublin Marathon and winner of the Galway Bay Half Marathon earlier this in 79.11.
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
