Media Information
Race Day
· The Media Centre is situated in the Yeats Room of the Mont Clare Hotel, Merrion Square, and close to the finish line. There will be directional signage in the hotel 

· Race Start is on Fitzwilliam Street Upper. Wheelchair start at 9.45am, Elite men & ladies at 9.50am, followed by wave starts from 3.30 to 4.15 estimated finish time start at 9.55am and the rest of field start at 10am.
· RTE1 TV coverage starts at 9.15am and will finish at 13.35pm and will also be streamed live on www.rte.ie/sport
· The Media Centre will be open from 8.00am - 4.00pm 

Media Bus
· The Media Bus will be situated between Leeson street and Fitzwilliam Sq South just ahead of the race start.
· Please advise Jennifer.gleeson@ogilvy.com in advance if you plan to be on the bus and ensure you are on board by 9.45am at the latest as the bus will be unable to wait for latecomers.
Photography Access Start
· There will be a photography gantry on the intersection of Leeson Street and Adelaide Rd (facing down into the start on Fitzwilliam Square)

· Access to the gantry will be from 9.20am on the morning of the race, and will be allocated on a first come first served basis – once the limit is reached no other photographers will be allowed onto the gantry for health and safety reasons.

· Please note, the National Lottery Dublin Marathon official photographers are Sportsfile, who will be in attendance from early morning and will be able to provide start photography as required F.O.C.

Media Access Finish Line

· All Media must remain outside of the barriers at the finish line area.

· The only media with access to the finish line area is accredited photographers and TV camera men.
· The top three men and women will be brought directly to the Media Cabin adjacent to the finishing line where they will be available for interview as soon as possible after the race.
Presentation
· The Presentation will take place on the presentation podium adjacent to the finish line at 13.00pm sharply.
· The line up will be as follows:

(2) Women 3, 2, 1

(3) Men 3, 2, 1

· The AAI will then make presentations to: 

(1) Irish Women 3,2,1

(2) Irish Men      3,2,1

· All times are unofficial until verified by the Race Director. 

· Results will be provided at the finish line once verified by the Race Director.
· Top 10 placings in each category will be available in the media centre after 1pm

· Please ensure you only use times that have been printed out and verified with a representative of the National Lottery Press Office on the day
